Appreciation of the difference in roles of trustees and the executive, and able to develop 
strong working relationships with the CEO and other key stakeholders.

Experience of core business processes, such as strategy development or 
financial management.

Strategic influencing, networking and relationship building skills.

Independent thinker, but collaborative and consensus driven.

Achievement orientation, driven by results and outcomes, consistent with the highest 
standards of compliance and governance.

Personal integrity and professionalism, and well respected by peers.

Active promoter of Diversity.
